PROCEDURES

The Township road crew understands that when the snow and ice arrive, navigating roads can become a challenge. The road crew attempts to make the roads safe and clear of snow and ice as quickly as possible.  Cindering usually begins soon after snow begins falling, with plowing beginning after some snow accumulation has occurred. Cindering and plowing routes are established to clear the main roadways initially, followed by the secondary roads and subdivision roads. All roads are usually plowed over twice. An effort is made to plow through all the roads one time to make the roads passable and the second time to move the snow to the edge of the road.
 
In order to make the job of the road crew just a little easier, it is requested that Township resident
 
s help in a few areas: 
ALL VEHICLES should be parked in driveways OFF the road during a snow event, so that the road crew is able to clear the road cleanly to the edge.
NO VEHICLES should be parked in a 
Cul
-de-Sac. 
Cul
-de-Sacs can be time consuming. Vehicles on the roadway make it difficult for the driver to clear the road and maneuver the snowplow.
While plowing, snow undoubtedly will end up in your driveway. If possible, please wait until the road is plowed before clearing your driveway opening.

Always wear your seatbelt and secure children under eight years of age in appropriately secured chi
ld safety seat or booster seat.

Basketball Poles/Nets:
  
Basketball poles are not acceptable items within a road
 
right-of-way. Elizabeth Township will not pay for any damage to basketball poles, nets or other recreational equipment located within the road right-of-way that may be damaged by
 
plowed snow or struck during snow plowing
 
operations.

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Car washing is a common routine for residents and a popular way for organizations, such as scout troops, schools and sports teams to raise funds.  However, most of the time, cars are washed in driveways and parking lots which allow dirty wash water to find its way to the nearest storm drain, ultimately finding its way to our drinking source.
Wash your car on gravel, 
grass
 or another permeable surface so the ground can filter the water naturally.
Use soap sparingly and try to use non-phosphate detergents.
 
Use a hose that is high pressure, low volume.  Use a hose with a nozzle that automatically turns off when unattended to save water.
 
Empty your bucket of soapy water down the sink, not down the street.
 
Block off the storm drain during charity car wash events or use an insert with a vacuum pump to catch 
wastewater
 and empty it into the sink, not the street.

WATERSHED HEALTH IMPROVEMENTS
What can you do on your property to improve the health of your watershed?

Vehicle
 maintenance
By maintaining your car properly, you can prevent oil leaks, heavy metals and toxic materials from traveling from 
your car onto the street. Rain-washes
 oil and other hazardous chemicals from the street into the nearest storm drain, ultimately draining into our waterways.
Maintain your car and always recycle used motor oil.
Check your vehicle for drips and oil leaks and fix them promptly.
Never dump motor oil, antifreeze, transmission fluid
, or 
other engine fluids into 
the 
road gutters, down the storm drain
, in a 
catch basin, onto the ground or into a ditch.
 
Store cracked batteries in leak proof secondary containers.

Before you go to sleep, be sure your fireplace fire is out.  NEVER close your damper with hot ashes in the fireplace. A closed damper will help the fire to heat up again and will force toxic carbon monoxide into the house.

If the fire cannot be confined to a receptacle or burn pit, a 50’ distance must be maintained from all structures, buildings or property lines. Burning hours are between sunrise and sunset. Except for “recreational fires”, 
no outdoor burning is permitted on Sundays
