
 

ELIZABETH TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

 

September 14, 2015 

 

     The Supervisors’ Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on September 14, 2015, by Chairman, Brian R. 

Wiker.  Also present was Vice-Chairman, Jeff Burkholder, and Secretary-Treasurer, Rodney D. May. 

     The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was recited.  

 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

 

     There were no public comments prior to conducting the business meeting. 

 

APPROVE MINUTES 

 

     There was a motion by Jeff Burkholder, seconded by Rodney D. May, to approve the minutes of the 

August 10, 2015 meeting as presented.  Motion carried. 

 

TREASURER’S REPORT 

 

     The Board of Supervisors received the Treasurer’s Report, List No. 9, dated September 14, 2015, for the 

month of August 2015, showing receipts of $128,415.69 in the General Account.  There were no receipts in 

the State Account.  There were no receipts in the Park and Recreation Account. Expenses in the General 

Account were $50,524.18.  Expenses in the State Account were $133,416.06.  Expenses in the Park and 

Recreation Account were $896.00.

PAY BILLS 

 

     There was a motion by Jeff Burkholder, seconded by Brian R. Wiker, to pay the bills on List No. 9, dated 

September 8, 2015, in the amount of $93,108.41, as well as to retroactively approve payment of all expenses 

in all accounts in August 2015, amounting to $184,836.24, a total of $277,944.65.  Motion carried. 
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ZONING REPORT 

 

     The Zoning Officer, Barry R. Wagner, reported for the month of August 2015 that four zoning permits 

were issued at a cost valuation of $269,200.00.  

      Mr. Wagner also provided a listing of one stormwater exemption application and approval during August 

2015.  Two small stormwater projects are pending. 
      

SEWAGE REPORT 

 

     Sewage Enforcement Officer, Len Spencer, reported for the month of August 2015 that no permits were 

issued. There are no designs under review or approved designs.   The Sewage Enforcement Officer 

performed two percolation tests and three soils analysis tests.    One application was received.  There were 

three inspections. 

 

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT REPORT 

 

     Bob Lynn of Hanover Engineering Associates, Inc. submitted a report outlining the following activity for 

the month of August 2015:  Conducted miscellaneous telephone consultations regarding storm water 

management and water supply activities and permits; discussed various ordinance enforcement and 

interpretation issues with zoning officer and township staff; prepared developer invoices for ongoing 

projects; prepared monthly report.  

     There was a post-storm inspection at the Nathan Myer Poultry Operation site.  A Notice of Violation was 

to be issued. 

     The following applications were reviewed and processed:  Susan Sauder Exemption; Speedwell Forge 

Exemption for a pavilion; Robert Tucci Small Project; Edwards and Fritz Small Project and Water Supply 

Permit requirements. 

          

PARK BOARD 

 

    The Park Board provided the Supervisors with minutes of the July 2nd meeting.  

 

BURNING REPORT 

  

     No incidents reported. 

      

BRICKERVILLE FIRE COMPANY 

 

     The Brickerville Fire Company responded to eight dispatches in August 2015.  Brickerville Fire Company 

Ambulance Association responded to 15 dispatches. The fire police responded to seven incidents in August 

2015. 

 

WESC 
 

      Duane Ober, WESC Administrator, provided the Board with a report outlining his activities during the 

month of August 2015 for each of the member organizations of WESC. 
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ROAD SUPERINTENDENT REPORT 

 

     Road Superintendent, Glenn L. Martin, submitted a report setting forth the following work activities in 

August 2015:  Mowed shoulders; “weed-eated” at guiderails and intersections; trimmed trees; sprayed for 

weed control; did road edge work along Township roads due to washouts; filled in and seeded road edges 

along Fox Road; swept roads after heavy rains; performed equipment maintenance as needed. 

     Lines were painted.  Dirt and gravel roads were graded and dust oiled the first two weeks of September.  

Glenn was informed that the Dirt and Gravel grant amount will be reduced in 2016. 

     The Community Park parking lot was paved and relined. 

     Glenn received quotes from Lancaster Asphalt Systems, Inc.  The estimate to resurface the basketball 

court at the tot lot is $4,250.00.  To sealcoat the court, the estimate is $825.00. Lines would be painted with 

both options.   The Board requested that Glenn obtain two more quotes for comparison. 

      Glenn would like to do some oil and chip work this fall. 

 

CORRESPONDENCE 

      

     Northwest Emergency Medical Services provided the Board with reports showing that NWEMS 

responded to a total of one call in Elizabeth Township in July 2015, a total of 16 calls in 2015. 

 

     The July-August 2015 PSATS News Bulletin was received, containing the latest information on 

legislation and news of interest to Townships.   

 

     The Lititz Public Library provided its September 2015 schedule of events and activities.   

  

    Information was received regarding the Lititz Area Mennonite School Trash-a-Thon which is scheduled 

for October 8, 2015, with a rain date of October 15, 2015. 

 

     Information was received from the Lititz Rec Center regarding the Center’s Summer Playground 

Program.  A start-up information sheet was provided to the Board for consideration with a sample structure 

scenario, staffing and costs.   The program for 2016 will be discussed at the Budget Preparation meeting. 

 

     Warwick Regional Recreation Commission, by letter dated September 9, 2015, requested that the Board 

acknowledge the objectives recently established by the WRRC for the next five years and/or provide 

feedback, suggestions or proposed changes to the objectives.  The Board acknowledged the objectives 

established and its commitment to WRRC. 

 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

 

     There was no unfinished business. 

 

NEW BUSINESS 

      

     Susan Tennant, Director of the Lititz Public Library, as well as library representatives, Beth Sahd and 

Priscilla Stoner, attended the meeting.  A Fact Sheet and 2014 Annual Report was provided to the Board.  

Ms. Tennant provided the Board with some facts regarding finances, circulation and available programs, 

highlighting some activities, readership and funding issues.  Some interesting general library facts were also 

provided.  Ms. Tennant noted there is continued loss in state funding anticipated.  However, general 

contributions are encouraging.  Board President, Beth Sahd, commented that she appreciates the support of

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the Township.  She is proud of the library, the Library Board and her fellow board members as well as early 

education programs and relationships held with municipalities.  Supervisor Wiker commented that the 

library’s reading programs are fantastic. Supervisor May noted that he appreciates the services provided by 

the library. 

 

     The 2016 Minimum Municipal Obligation for the Elizabeth Township Pension Plan was prepared by the 

Township Assistant Secretary-Treasurer and presented to the Board of Supervisors.  A motion was made by 

Rodney D. May, seconded by Jeff Burkholder, to approve Resolution No. 5-2015 and acknowledge 

$30,495.00 as the amount of the estimated 2016 Minimum Municipal Obligation.  Motion carried.   

 

     A motion was made by Jeff Burkholder, seconded by Rodney D. May, to authorize the Township 

Solicitor to advertise a public hearing on a proposed Ordinance to Revise Regulations Governing On-Lot 

Sewage Disposal Systems.  Motion carried.  Beginning January 1, 2016, licensed haulers will be required to 

conduct an investigation of “OLDS” at the time the systems are pumped and provide that information to the 

Township.    

  

     A Memorandum of Understanding between Lancaster County Conservation District and Elizabeth 

Township was received from LCCD Administrator, Christopher M. Thompson.  A motion was made by Jeff 

Burkholder, seconded by Brian R. Wiker, to enter into the Memorandum of Understanding with Lancaster 

County Conservation District regarding Erosion and Sedimentation Control, which will serve as a document 

to validate the linkage between Elizabeth Township and LCCD as required by MS4 protocol.  Motion 

carried. 

 

     A motion was made by Brian R. Wiker, seconded by Jeff Burkholder, to hold road inspection on October 

10, 2015, beginning at 7:30 a.m. 

 

     Supervisor May extended his appreciation, on behalf of the Board, to all the residents and members of the 

community who visited and used the Elizabeth Township Community Park facilities and pavilion during the 

spring and summer season. Overall, the park grounds and facilities were well used and were treated with 

respect.  Specific mention of appreciation was extended to the township road crew, soccer club and little 

league for taking care of the fields, the lawn mowing contractor, the individuals who cleaned the restrooms, 

the Veterans’ Committee for taking care of the Memorial, individuals who help clean up park trash and pet 

droppings and Esbenshades Greenhouses for flower donations.  People use and enjoy the park.  The 

bathrooms will probably be closed at the end of October or beginning of November, depending on the 

weather.

     There were no public comments. 

      

OTHER BUSINESS 

      

     Supervisor May raised the issue of a motion or resolution relating to workers compensation insurance 

coverage for road workers when working on roads other than Township roads.  Following discussion, it was 

agreed, as an alternative, to update job descriptions with a fuller inclusion and outline of duties and 

responsibilities.  

 

     The next regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors will be held on Monday, October 12, 2015, at the 

Township Building, beginning at 7:00 p.m.    
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     The annual budget preparation meeting will be held on Monday, October 19, 2015, at the Township 

Building, beginning at 7:00 p.m.

adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
