Hall, seconded by T. Miller, made a motion to recommend approval to the Board of 


Supervisors for the Mosimann Final Subdivision and Lot add on plan on Blantz Road 
Road, contingent on meeting all comments from the Township, the Township Engineer and 
the Township Solicitor.  All in favor (4-0), motion carried.

T. Miller, seconded by Hall, made a motion to recommend approval to the Board of 
Supervisors for the Sensenig-Sensenig Lot Add on Plan on Snavely Mill Road, Sleepy 
Hollow Road 
and Brunnerville Road, contingent on meeting all comments from the

the exception of the Road Widening deferral being required and contingent on meeting all 
comments from the Township, the Township Engineer and the Township Solicitor.  Three in 
favor, one opposed (Lieberman). Motion carried, 3-1.

At the last ETPC meeting, L. Miller presented the Commission with information regarding 
the process to update the Township Zoning Ordinance, specifically referring to Short Term 
Rentals.  He shared a legal update, several examples of other Townships’ ordinances as well 
as the intent of the Elizabeth Township Board of Supervisors and their desire to refine the 
Ordinance.  The Commission was asked to read the documents as furnished to them, prepare 
for discussion, write down questions and prepare for the August 2023 meeting.  On August 2, the Commission members did come prepared to discuss their ideas.  Extensive conversations resulting in several recommendations to base continued discussion on included the following: 

-review of Rapho Twp’s soon to be adopted STR Ordinance.


-need to cut down on red tape which makes enforcement easier/less expensive for 
TWP


-need to have a clear-cut complaint process (noise, trash, parking, camp fires, etc) re: 
rentals. If complaints made re: a STR, how does the TWP respond.  After x number 
of verified complaints, is the Twp’s permission and/or resident’s right for STR 
withdrawn for a year or more?
