2. Case 25-05 – New Haven Mennonite Church, 230 Crest Road, Lititz
Request:
· Variance from Sections 185-26C and 185-15E
· Appeal of the Zoning Officer’s interpretation of Section 185-15E
Testimony:
· Tom Matteson, Project Manager, and Jason Brubaker, Representative of the Church, testified.
· The subject property is the church-owned school located at 225 Crest Road, consisting of 6.517 acres in the Rural Zoning District.
· Tom Matteson stated that the current driveway slope is approximately 15%, which does not comply with zoning requirements. The proposed revisions would reduce the slope to approximately 10%, which, while improved, would still not be fully compliant.
· Discussion ensued regarding the interpretation of Section 185-15E, specifically the determination of the front yard on the triangular lot. The Zoning Officer presented the Township’s historical interpretation of the section.
· Following discussion, Mr. Matteson withdrew the appeal regarding the interpretation of Section 185-15E.
Additional Testimony:
· Mr. Brubaker noted that the dumpster would be relocated approximately 20 feet from its current location. It would be enclosed with a decorative fence and gate.
